The K-8 began SmartBoard installation at the beginning of this school year with the 

first one in a 5th grade classroom.  Most recently, a 2nd grade class and middle school 

math and science classrooms have been outfitted with SmartBoards. 

We have purchased a document camera for classroom instruction and continue to use 

laptop/projector systems for using educational sites, Internet-supported activities, and 

integrating interactive digital media into our content areas. 

Our computer curriculum for our students equips them with computer functional appli-

cations as well the ability to produce creative products with advanced programs.  

In addition, our Computer Lab offers teachers “flex” time, so they can take their stu-

dents to the Lab for additional activities with all students on computers. 

We have offered in-house professional development training to our faculty this year 

alone in 18 different sessions of technology training, as well as online training and off-

site workshops. 

We have developed our web site to be informative for parents and students, as well as 

inviting to prospective families. The HPCA web site is averaging over 

8,000 hits each month with over 28,000 pages viewed.  

Many of our teachers either upload pictures of students and their 

activities, post assignments and learning objectives, or even maintain a 

blog site for students to visit for games that review and practice con-

cepts.  

The 5th graders and Kindergarteners are using SKYPE to communi-

cate with HPCA alumnus, Lauren Hight, who is doing her student 

teaching in Mexico. We hope to visit with a missionary family during 

Chapel in March using the SKYPE technology!
